Advent Candle Reading 2
Reader 1: O God, we light the second candle of Advent.

Reader 1: Isaiah announced God's coming to a people exiled in a broken and parched wilderness.

Reader 2: Let us pray. Saving God, look upon your world and heal your land and your people.
