Jesus told the crowds all these things in parables; without a parable he told them nothing. This
was to fulfill what had been spoken through the prophet:

“I will open my mouth to speak in parables;
| will proclaim what has been hidden
from the foundation of the world.”

“The kingdom of heaven is like treasure hidden in a field, which someone found and hid; then in
his joy he goes and sells all that he has and buys that field.

“Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a merchant in search of fine pearls; on finding one pear! of
great value, he went and sold all that he had and bought it.
