On the first Sunday in October, our designated gifts benefit students around the world by
providing scholarships, mentoring, and training for United Methodist college students and
seminarians.

The spirit of World Communion Sunday is to come together in Christian unity around the breaking
bread and sharing the cup. In our Wesleyan tradition, we extend this practice through our special
offering.
