Third Lesson  Luke 1:26-38                Patty Johnson

virgin’s name was Mary. When the angel came to her, he said, “Rejoice, favored one! The Lord is 
with you!” She was confused by these words and wondered what kind of greeting this might be. 
The angel said, “Don’t be afraid, Mary. God is honoring you. Look! You will conceive and give birth 
to a son, and you will name him Jesus. He will be great and he will be called the Son of the Most 
High. The Lord God will give him the throne of David his father. He will rule over Jacob’s house 
forever, and there will be no end to his kingdom.”

Fourth Lesson  Luke 2:1-7            Jana Kifer 
In those days Caesar Augustus declared that everyone throughout the empire should be enrolled 
in the tax lists.  This first enrollment occurred when Quirinius governed Syria.  Everyone went to 
their own cities to be enrolled.  Since Joseph belonged to David’s house and family line, he went 
up from the city of Nazareth in Galilee to David’s city, called Bethlehem, in Judea. He went to be 
enrolled together with Mary, who was promised to him in marriage and who was pregnant. While 
they were there, the time came for Mary to have her baby. She gave birth to her firstborn child, a 
son, wrapped him snugly, and laid him in a manger, because there was no place for them in the 
inn.
